What's an Incubation Room? I Preparation for Incubation 

The Incubation Room is a confined space for setting and operating an incubator. 
Because the incubation room environment has a considerable effect on hatch rate, it's recommended to control 
the environment for setting up an incubator; there should be little noise and vibration around and temperature 
ranging 20'C-25'C(68-77

°

F) with small variation in temperature. 
Especially, if there are frequent occasions when the temperature drops suddenly at night, compared with 

daytime, be sure to check from time to time and pay attention so that the incubator is not directly exposed to 
sunlight during daytime. 

0 Insert the electric cord in the connecting jack 
in the back of the main body and put the main plug into a 
socket. The LCD display will light up and show temperature.
